Thursday January 15 |

Bank Holiday in England, Ireland, Scotland and
Wales

These are my New Year’s resolutions:

. lwill help the blind across the road.

. Iwill hang my trousers up.

. lwill put the sleeves back on my records.
. I will not start smoking.

. I will stop squeezing my spots.

. Iwill be kind to the dog.

. lwill help the poor and ignorant.

After hearing the disgusting noises from downstairs
last night, | have also vowed never to drink alcohol.

My father got the dog drunk on cherry brandy at the
party last night. If the RSPCA hear about it he could get
done. Eight days have gone by since Christmas Day but
my mother still hasn’'t worn the green lurex apron | bought
her for Christmas! She will get bathcubes next year.

Just my luck, 've got a spot on my chin for the first day
of the New Year!

Bank Holiday in Scotland. Full Moon

| felt rotten today. It's my mother’s fault for singing ‘My
Way’ at two o’clock in the morning at the top of the stairs.
Just my luck to have a mother like her. There is a chance
my parents could be alcoholics. Next year | could be in a
children’s home.

The dog got its own back on my father. It jumped up
and knocked down his model ship, then ran into the garden
with the rigging tangled in its feet. My father kept saying,
‘Three months’ work down the drain’, over and over again.

The spot on my chin is getting bigger. It's my mother’s
fault for not knowing about vitamins.

Saturday January 39

| shall go mad through lack of sleep! My father has
banned the dog from the house so it barked outside my
window all night. Just my luck! My father shouted a swear-
word at it. If he’s not careful he will get done by the police
for obscene language.

| think the spot is a boil. Just my luck to have it where
everybody can see it. | pointed out to my mother that |
hadn’'t had any vitamin C today. She said, ‘Go and buy an
orange, then’. This is typical.

She still hasn’t worn the lurex apron.

I will be glad to get back to school.




'Sunday January 4th

Second after Christmas

My father has got the flu. Fm not surprised with the diet
we get. My mother went out in the rain to get him a vitamin
C drink, but as | told her, ‘It's too late now'. It's a miracle we
don't get scurvy. My mother says she can’'t see anything on
my chin, but this is guilt because of the diet.

The dog has run off because my mother didn't close
the gate. | have broken the arm on the stereo. Nobody
knows yet, and with a bit of luck my father will be ill for a
long time. He is the only one who uses it apart from me. No
sign of the apron.

Monday January 5t

The dog hasn’t come back yet. It is peaceful without it.
My mother rang the police and gave a description of the
dog. She made it sound worse than it actually is: straggly
hair over its eyes and all that. | really think the police have
got better things to do than look for dogs, such as catching
murderers. | told my mother this but she still rang them.
Serve her right if she was murdered because of the dog.

My father is still lazing about in bed. He is supposed to
be ill, but | noticed he is still smoking!

Nigel came round today. He has got a tan from his
Christmas holiday. | think Nigel will be ill soon fromthe



shock of the cold in England. | think Nigel's parents were
wrong to take him abroad. He hasn’t got a single spot yet.

Tuesday January 6t

Epiphany. NewMoon

The dog is in trouble!

It knocked a meter-reader off his bike and messed all
the cards up. So now we will all end up in court | expect. A
policeman said we must keep the dog under control and
asked how long it had been lame. My mother said it wasn't
lame, and examined it. There was a tiny model pirate
trapped inits left front paw.

The dog was pleased when my mother took the pirate
out and it jumped up the policeman’s tunic with its muddy
paws. My mother fetched a cloth from the kitchen but it had
strawberry jam on it where | had wiped the knife, so the
tunic was worse than ever. The policeman went then. 'm
sure he swore. | could report him for that.

I will look up ‘Epiphany’ in my new dictionary.

Wednesday January 7t

Nigel came round on his new bike this morning. It has
got a water bottle, a milometer, a speedometer, a yellow
saddle, and very thin racing wheels. It's wasted on Nigel.
He only goes to the shops and back onit. If  had it, | would



go all over the country and have an experience.

My spot or boil has reached its peak. Surely it can’t get
any bigger!

| found a word in my dictionary that describes my
father. It is malingerer. He is still in bed guzzling vitamin C.

The dog is locked in the coal shed.

Epiphany is something to do with the three wise men.
Big deal!

Thursday January 8th

Now my mother has got the flu. This means that | have
to look after them both. Just my luck!

| have been up and down the stairs all day. | cooked a
big dinner for them tonight: two poached eggs with beans,
and tinned semolina pudding. (It's a good job | wore the
green lurex apron because the poached eggs escaped out
of the pan and got all over me.) | nearly said something
when | saw they hadn't eaten any of it. They can't be that ill.
| gave it to the dog in the coal shed. My grandmother is
coming tomorrow morning, so | had to clean the burnt
saucepans, then take the dog for a walk. It was half-past
eleven before | got to bed. No wonder | am short for my
age.
| have decided against medicine for a career.

Friday January 9t




It was cough, cough, cough last night. If it wasn’t one it
was the other. You'd think they'd show some consideration
after the hard day I'd had.

My grandma came and was disgusted with the state of
the house. | showed her my room which is always neat and
tidy and she gave me fifty pence. | showed her all the empty
drink bottles in the dustbin and she was disgusted.

My grandma let the dog out of the coal shed. She said
my mother was cruel to lock it up. The dog was sick on the
kitchen floor. My grandma locked it up again.

She squeezed the spot on my chin. It has made it
worse. | told grandma about the green apron and grandma
said that she bought my mother a one hundred per cent
acrylic cardigan every Christmas and my mother had never
ever worn one of them!

Saturday January 10t

AM. Now the dog is ill! It keeps being sick so the vet
has got to come. My father told me not to tell the vet that the
dog had been locked in the coal shed for two days.

I have put a plaster over the spot to stop germs getting
in it from the dog.

The vet has taken the dog away. He says he thinksit
has got an obstruction and will need an emergency
operation.

My grandma has had a row with my mother and gone



home. My grandma found the Christmas cardigans all cut
up in the duster bag. It is disgusting when people are
starving.

Mr Lucas from next door has been in to see my mother
and father who are still in bed. He brought a ‘get well’ card
and some flowers for my mother. My mother sat up in bed
in a nightie that showed a lot of her chest. She talked to Mr
Lucas in a yukky voice. My father pretended to be asleep.

Nigel brought his records round. He is into punk, but |
don't see the point if you can’t hear the words. Anyway |
think 'm turning into an intellectual. t must be all the worry.

PM. | went to see how the dog is. It has had its
operation. The vet showed me a plastic bag with lots of
yukky things in it. There was a lump of coal, the fir tree from
the Christmas cake, and the model pirates from my father’s
ship. One of the pirates was waving a cutlass which must
have been very painful for the dog. The dog looks a lot
better. It can come home in two days, worse luck.

My father was having a row with my grandma on the
phone about the empty bottles in the dustbin when | got
home.

Mr Lucas was upstairs talking to my mother. When Mr
Lucas went, my father went upstairs and had an argument
with my mother and made her cry. Myfather is in a bad
mood. This means he is feeling better. | made my mother a
cup of tea without her asking. This made her cry as well.
You can't please some people!

The spot is still there.



Sunday January 11t

First after Epiphany

Now lknow | am an intellectual. | saw Malcolm
Muggeridge on the television last night, and | understood
nearly every word. It all adds up. A bad home, poor diet, not
liking punk. | think | will join the library and see what
happens.

It is a pity there aren’'t any more intellectuals living
round here. Mr Lucas wears corduroy trousers, but he’s an
insurance man. Just my luck.

The first what after Epiphany?

Monday January 12t

The dog is back. It keeps licking its stitches, so when |
am eating | sit with my back to it.

My mother got up this morning to make the dog a bed
to sleep in until it's better. It is made out of a cardboard box
that used to contain packets of soap powder. My father
said this would make the dog sneeze and burst its stitches,
and the vet would charge even more to stitch it back up
again. They had a row aboutthe box, then my father went on
about Mr Lucas. Though what Mr Lucas has to do with the
dog’s bed is a mystery to me.



Tuesday January 13t

My father has gone back to work. Thank God! | don’t
know how my mother sticks him.

Mr Lucas came in this morning to see if my mother
needed any help in the house. He is very kind. Mrs Lucas
was next door cleaning the outside windows. The ladder
didn’t look very safe. | have written to Malcolm Muggeridge,
clo the BBC, asking him what to do about being an
intellectual. | hope he writes back soon because I'm getting
fed up being one on my own. | have written a poem, and it
only took me two minutes. Even the famous poets take
longer than that. It is called ‘The Tap’, but it isn’t really about
a tap, it's very deep, and about life and stuff like that.

My father could snuff it while he is at work.
Dad, fit a washer don’t be a burk!

| showed it to my mother, but she laughed. She isn’t
very bright. She still hasn't washed my PE shorts, and it is
school tomorrow. She is not like the mothers on television.

Wednesday January 14t |

Joined the library. Got Care of the Skin, Origin of
Species, and a book by a woman my mother is always
going on about. It is called Pride and Prejudice, by a
woman called Jane Austen. | could tell the librarian was
impressed.. Perhaps she is an intellectual like me. She
didn’t look at my spot, so perhaps it is getting smaller.
About time!

Mr Lucas was in the kitchen drinking coffee with my
mother. The room was full of smoke. They were laughing,
but when | went in, they stopped.

Mrs Lucas was next door cleaning the drains. She



looked as if she was in a bad mood. | think Mr and Mrs
Lucas have got an unhappy marriage. Poor Mr Lucas!

None of the teachers at school have noticed that | am
an intellectual. They will be sorry when | am famous. There
is a new girl in our class. She sits next to me in Geography.
She is all right. Her name is Pandora, but she likes being
called ‘Box. Don’t ask me why. | might fall in love with her.
It's time I fell in love, after all lam 13% years old.

Thursday January 151

Pandora has got hair the colour of treacle, and it's long
like girls’ hair should be. She has quite a good figure. | saw
her playing netball and her chest was wobbling. | felt a bit
funny. | think this is it!

The dog has had its stitches out. It bit the vet, but |
expect he’s used to it. (The vet | mean; | know the dog is.)

My father found out about the arm on the stereo. I told a
lie. I said the dog jumped up and broke it. My father said he
will wait until the dog is completely cured of its operation
then kick it. I hope this is a joke.

Mr Lucas was in the kitchen again when | got home
from school. My mother is better now, so why he keeps
coming round is a mystery to me. Mrs Lucas was planting
trees in the dark. | read a bit of Pride and Prejudice, but it
was very old-fashioned. | think Jane Austen should write
something a bit more modern.

The dog has got the same colour eyes as Pandora. |



only noticed because my mother cut the dog’s hair. It looks
worse than ever. Mr Lucas and my mother were laughing at
the dog’s new haircut which is not very nice, because dogs
can't answer back, just like the Royal Family.

I am going to bed early to think about Pandora and do
my back-stretching exercises. | haven't grown for two
weeks. If this carries on | will be a midget.

I will go to the doctor’s on Saturday if the spot is still
there. | can't live like this with everybody staring.

Friday January 16t

Mr Lucas came round and offered to take my mother
shopping in the car. They dropped me off at school. | was
glad to get out of the car what with all the laughing and
cigarette smoke. We saw Mrs Lucas on the way. She was
carrying big bags of shopping. My mother waved, but Mrs
Lucas couldn’'t wave back.

It was Geography today so | sat next to Pandora for a
whole hour. She looks better every day. | told her about her
eyes being the same as the dog’s. She asked what kind of
dog it was. I told her it was a mongrel.

| lent Pandora my blue felt-tip pen to colour round the
British Isles.

I think she appreciates these small attentions.

| started Origin of Species today, but it's not as good
as the television series. Care ofthe Skin is dead good. |
have left it open on the pages about vitamins. | hope my



mother takes the hint. | have left it on the kitchen table near
the ashtray, so she is bound to see it.

| have made an appointment about the spot. It has
turned purple.

Saturday January 17t

| was woken up early this morning. Mrs Lucas is
concreting the front of their house and the concrete lorry
had to keep its engine running while she shovelled the
concrete round before it set. Mr Lucas made her a cup of
tea. He really is kind.

Nigel came round to see if | wanted to go to the
pictures but | told him | couldn’t, because | was going to the
doctor’s about the spot. He said he couldn’t see a spot, but
he was just being polite because the spot is massive today.

Dr Taylor must be one of those overworked GPs you
are always reading about. He didn’t examine the spot, he
just said | mustn't worry and was everything all right at
home. | told him about my bad home life and my poor diet,
but he said | was well nourished and to go home and count
my blessings. So much for the National Health Service.

| will get a paper-round and go private.

Sunday January 18t

Second after Epiphany. Oxford Hilary Term starts



Mrs Lucas and my mother have had a row over the
dog. Somehow it escaped from the house and trampled on
Mrs Lucas’s wet concrete. My father offered to have the
dog put down, but my mother started to cry so he said he
wouldn’t. All the neighbours were out in the street washing
their cars and listening. Sometimes | really hate that dog!

| remembered my resolution about helping the poor
and ignorant today, so | took some of my old Beano
annuals to a quite poor family who have moved into the next
street. | know they are poor because they haveonly got a
black and white telly. A boy answered the door. | explained
why | had come. He looked at the annuals and said, ‘I've
read 'em’, and slammed the door in my face. So much for
helping the poor!

Monday January 19t

| have joined a group at school called the Good
Samaritans. We go out into the community helping and stuff
like that. We miss Maths on Monday afternoons.

Today we had a talk on the sort of things we will be
doing. | have been put in the old age pensioners’ group.
Nigel has got a dead yukky job looking after kids in a
playgroup. He is as sick as a parrot.

| can’t wait for next Monday. | will get a cassette so |
can tape all the old fogies’ stories about the war and stuff. |
hope | get one with a good memory.

The dog is back at the vet's. It has got concrete stuck



on its paws. No wonder it was making such a row on the
stairs last night. Pandora smiled at me in school dinner
today, but | was choking on a piece of gristle so | couldn’t
smile back. Just my luck!

Tuesday January 20t

Full Moon

My mother is looking for a job!

Now | could end up a delinquent roaming the streets
and all that. And what will | do during the holidays?

I expect | will have to sit in a launderette all day to keep
warm. | will be a latchkey kid, whatever that is. And who will
look after the dog? And what will | have to eat all day? | will
be forced to eat crisps and sweets until my skin is ruined
and my teeth fall out. | think my mother is being very selffish.
She won't be any good in a job anyway. She isn’'t very
bright and she drinks too much at Christmas.

| rang my grandma up and told her, and she says |
could stay at her house in the holidays, and go to the
Evergreens’ meetings in the afternoons and stuff like that. |
wish | hadn’'t rung now. The Samaritans met today during
break. The old people were shared out. | got an old man
called Bert Baxter. He is eighty-nine so | don’t suppose [l
have him for long. I'm going round to see him tomorrow. |
hope he hasn't got a dog. 'm fed up with dogs. They are
either at the vet’s or standing in front of the television.



Wednesday January 215t

Mr and Mrs Lucas are getting a divorce! They are the
first down our road. My mother went next door to comfort Mr
Lucas. He must have been very upset because she was still
there when my father came home from work. Mrs Lucas
has gone somewhere in a taxi. | think she has left for ever
because she has taken her socket set with her. Poor Mr
Lucas, now he will have to do his own washing and stuff.

My father cooked the tea tonight. We had boil-in-the-
bag curry and rice, it was the only thing left in the freezer
apart from a bag of green stuff which has lost its label. My
father made a joke about sending it to the public health
inspector. My mother didn't laugh. Perhaps she was
thinking about poor Mr Lucas left on his own.

| went to see old Mr Baxter after tea. My father
dropped me off on his way to play badminton. Mr Baxter’s
house is hard to see from the road. It has got a massive
overgrown privet hedge all round it. When | knocked on the
door a dog started barking and growling and jumping up at
the letter-box. | heard the sound of bottles being knocked
over and a man swearing before | ran off. | hope | got the
wrong number.

| saw Nigel on the way home. He told me Pandora’s
father is a milkman! | have gone off her a bit.

Nobody was in when | got home so | fed the dog,
looked at my spots and went to bed.



Thursday January 22nd

Iltis a dirty lie about Pandora’s father being a milkman!

Pandora says she will duff
Nigel up if he goes round committing libel. | am in love with
her again.

Nigel has asked me to go to a disco at the youth club
tomorrow night; it is being held to raise funds for a new
packet of ping-pong balls. | don’t know if | will go because
Nigel is a punk at weekends. Hismother lets him be one
providing he wears a string vest under his bondage T-shirt.

My mother has got an interview for a job. She is
practising her typing and not doing any cooking. So what
will it be like if she gefs the job? My father should put his
foot down before we are a broken home.

Friday January 23

That is the last time | go to a disco. Everybody there
was a punk except me and Rick Lemon, the youth leader.
Nigel was showing off all night. He ended up putting a
safety pin through his ear. My father had to take him to the
hospital in our car. Nigel's parents haven't got a car
because his father’s got a steel plate in his head and his
mother is only four feet eleven inches tall. It's not surprising
Nigel has turned out bad really, with a maniac and a midget
for parents.



| stil haven't heard from Malcolm Muggeridge.
Perhaps he is in a bad mood. Intellectuals like him and me
often have bad moods. Ordinary people don’t understand
us and say we are sulking, but we’re not.

Pandora has been to see Nigel in hospital. He has got
a bit of blood poisoning from the safety pin. Pandora thinks
Nigel is dead brave. | think he is dead stupid.

I have had a headache all day because of my mother’s
rotten typing, but 'm not complaining. | must go to sleep
now. I've got to go and see Bert Baxter tomorrow at his
house. It was the right number WORSE LUCK!

Saturday January 24t

Today was the most terrible day of my life. My mother
has got a job doing her rotten typing in an insurance office!
She starts on Monday! Mr Lucas works at the same place.
He is going to give her a lift every day.

And my father is in a bad mood—he thinks his big-end
is going.

But worst of all, Bert Baxter is not a nice old age
pensioner! He drinks and smokes and has an alsatian dog
called Sabre. Sabre was locked in the kitchen while | was
cutting the massive hedge, but he didn't stop growling
once.

But even worse than that! Pandora is going out with

Third after Epiphany

10 AM. | am ill with all the worry, too weak to write
much. Nobody has noticed | haven’t eaten any breakfast.

2 PM. Had two junior aspirins at midday and rallied a
bit. Perhaps when | am famous and my diary is discovered
people will understand the torment of being a 133/4-year-
old undiscovered intellectual. 6 PM Pandora! My lost love!

Now | will never stroke your treacle hair! (Although my
blue felt-tip is still at your disposal.)

8 PM. Pandora! Pandora! Pandora! w PM. Why?
Why? Why?

Midnight. Had a crab-paste sandwich and a satsuma
(for the good of my skin). Feel a bit better. | hope Nigel falls
off his bike and is squashed flat by a lorry. | will never speak
to him again. He knew | was in love with Pandora! If I'd had
a racing bike for Christmas instead of a lousy digital stereo
alarm clock, none of this would have happened.

Monday January 26t

| had to leave my sick-bed to visit Bert Baxter before
school. It took me ages to get there, what with feeling weak
and having to stop for a rest every now and again, but with
the help of an old lady who had a long black moustache |
made it to the front door. Bert Baxter was in bed but he



threw the key down and | let myself in. Sabre was locked in
the bathroom; he was growling and sounded as if he was
ripping up towels or something.

Bert Baxter was lying in a filthy-looking bed smoking a
cigarette, there was a horrible smell in the room, | think it
came from Bert Baxter himself. The bed sheets looked as
though they were covered in blood, but Bert said that was
caused by the beetroot sandwiches he always eats last
thing at night. It was the most disgusting room | have ever
seen (and 'm no stranger to squalor). Bert Baxter gave me
ten pence and asked me to get him the Moming Star from
thenewsagent's. So he is a communist as well as
everything else!

Mr Lucas has taken to his bed because of being
deserted so my mother is taking care of him when she
finishes work. She is the only person he will see. So when
will she find time to look after me and my father?

The boy
looked a bit like me. Ms Fossington-Gore said my picture
‘had depth’, so did the river. Ha! Ha! Ha!

Wednesday January 28t

Last Quarter

I woke up with a bit of a cold this morning. | asked my
mother for a note to excuse me from Games. She said she
refused to namby-pamby me a day longer! How would she
like to run about on a muddy field in the freezing drizzle,
dressed only in PE shorts and a singlet? When | was in the
school sports day three-legged race last year she came to
watch me, and she had her fur coat onand she put a
blanket round her legs, and it was only June! Anyway my
mother is sorry now, we had rugger and my PE stuff was so
full of mud that it has cloaaed up the drain hose on the



washing machine.

The vet rang up to demand that we come and fetch the
dog back from his surgery. It has been there nine days. My
father says it will have to stay there until he gets paid
tomorrow.

He
claims that they have gone all rusty He wants
compensation. | told Mr Scruton, the headmaster, that they
were already rusty but | could tell he didn’'t believe me. He
gave me a lecture on how hard it was for old people to
make ends meet. He has ordered me to go to Bert Baxter's

The kitchen waste-bin was knocked over and the back door
kept being slammed. | wish my parents would be a bit more
thoughtful. | have been through an emotional time and |
need my sleep. Still | don't expect them to understand what
itis like being in love. They have been married for fourteen-
and-a-half years.

Went to Bert Baxter’s this afternoon but thank God he



has gone to Skegness with the Evergreens. Sabre looked
out of the living-room window. | gave him the ‘V sign. | hope
he doesn’t remember.

Monday February ond

Presentation

Mrs Lucas is back! | saw her pulling trees and bushes
out of the earth and putting them in the back of a van, then
she put all the gardening tools in and drove off. The van had
‘Women’s Refuge’ painted on the side. Mr Lucas came
over to our house to talk to my mother, | went down to say
‘hello’ to him, but he was too upset to notice me. | asked my
mother if she would get home early from work tonight, 'm
fed up with waiting for my tea. She didn'’t.

Nigel got thrown out of school dinners today for
swearing at the toad-in-the-hole, he said it was ‘all bleeding
hole and no toad’. | think Mrs Leech was quite right to throw
him out, after all the first-years were present! We third-
years must set an example. Pandora has got up a petition
to protest about the toad-in-the-hole. | will not sign it.

They are always getting letters about having their electricity
cut off and all because Nigel's mother buys a pair of high
heels every week.

I would like to know where the Family Allowance goes,
by rights it should be mine. | will ask my mother tomorrow.

Friday February 6t

The Queen’s Accession, 1952

It is lousy having a working mother. She rushes in with
big bags of shopping, cooks the tea then rushes around
tarting herself up. But she is still not doing any tidying up
before comforting Mr Lucas. There has been a slice of
bacon between the cooker and the fridge for three days to
my knowledge!

| asked her about my Family Allowance today, she
laughed and said she used it for buying gin and cigarettes.
If the Social Services hear about it she will get done!



Saturday February 7t

My mother and father have been shouting at each
other non-stop for hours. It started because of the bacon
down the side of the fridge and carried on into how much
my father’s car is costing to repair. | went up to my room
and put my Abba records on.

Nobody cooked any dinner so | went to the Chinese
chip shop and bought a carton of chips and a sachet of soy
sauce. | sat in the bus shelter and ate them, then walked
about feeling sad. Came home. Fed dog. Read a bit of
Female Eunuch. Felt a bit funny. Went to sleep.

'Sunday February 8t |

Fifth after Epiphany

My father came into my bedroom this morning, he said
he wanted a chat. He looked at my Kevin Keegan
scrapbook, screwed the knob of my wardrobe door back
on with his Swiss army knife, and asked me about school.
Then he said he was sorry about yesterday and the
shouting, he said my mother and him are ‘going through a
bad patch’.

brown. My mother asked me not to tell my father.

She doesn't
hang them on the line to dry, but | have seen them shoved
down the side of the airing cupboard. | wonder what other
secrets my mother has got?

Friday February 13th

It was an unlucky day for me all right!

He kept copying my work and
blowing bubblegum in my ears. | told Miss EIf but she is
scared of Barry Kent as well, so she didn’t say anything to
him.

| don’'t know why everybody went so mad. You'd think
they would enjoy reading a different paper for a change.

Friday February 27t

Last Quarter
Early this morning | saw Pandora walking down the
drive of 69 EIm Tree Avenue. She had a riding hat and



jodphurs on so she couldn't have been on her way to
school. | didn't let her see me. | don’t want her to know that |
am doing a menial job.

So now | know where Pandora lives! | had a good look
at the house. It is much bigger than ours. It has got rolled-up
wooden blinds at all the windows, and the rooms look like
jungles because of all the green plants. | looked through the
letterbox and saw the big ginger cat eating something on
the kitchen table.

Perhaps their brains are easily worn out with all the
extra work they have to do making bigger bones and stuff,
or it could be that the big youths have got brain damage
because of all the sport they play, or perhaps big youths just
like menacing and fighting. When | go to university | may
study the problem.

I will have my thesis published and I will send a copy to
Barry Kent. Perhaps by then he will have learnt to read.

My mother had forgotten that today was pancake day. |
reminded her at 11 PM. I'm sure she burnt them
deliberately. 1 will be fourteen in one month’s time.

Wednesday March 4th |

Ash Wednesday.

Had a nasty shock this morning. Took my empty paper
sack back to Mr Cherry’s newsagent’s and saw Mr Lucas
looking at those magazines on the top shelf. | stood behind
the Mills and Boon rack and distinctly saw him choose
Bigand Bouncy, pay for it and leave the shop with it hidden
inside his coat.

Phoned Social Services today and asked about a
home help for Bert Baxter. | told a lie and said | was his
grandson. They are sending a social worker to see him on
Monday.

Took dog to meet Blossom. They got on well.

Saturday March 7th




After paper round went back to bed and stayed there
all morning reading Big and Bouncy. Felt like | have never
felt before.

Went to Sainsbury’s with my mother and father but the
women in there reminded me of Big and Bouncy, even the
ones over thirtyl My mother said | looked hot and bothered
and sent me back to the multi-storey car park to keep the
dog company.

The dog already had company, it was barking and
whining so loudly that a crowd of people were standing
around saying ‘the poor thing’ and ‘how cruel to leave it tied
up in such a fashion’. The dog had twisted itscollar on the
gear lever and its eyes were bulging out of its head. When
it saw me it tried to jump up and nearly killed itself.

I tried to explain to the people that | was going to be a
vet when | grew up, but they wouldn’t listen and started to
say things about the RSPCA.

We
watched a film on television, then my mother came home
and started bossing us around. She said, “The worm has
turned’, and ‘Things are going to be different around here’,
and things like that. Then she went into the kitchen and
started making a chart dividing all the housework into three.
| pointed out to her that | already had a paper round to do,
an old age pensioner to look after and a dog to feed, as
well as my school work, but she didn't listen, she put the
chart on the wall and said ‘We start tomorrow’.

Monday March 9th

Cleaned toilet, washed basin and bath before doing
my paper round. Came home, made breakfast, put



washing in machine, went to school. Gave Barry Kent his
menaces money, went to Bert Baxter’s, waited for social
worker who didn’t come, had school dinner. Had Domestic
Science—made apple crumble.

Why couldn’t | have been born Prince Edward and
Prince Edward been born Adrian Mole? | am treated like a
serf.

Wednesday March 11th

Dragged myself to school after doing paper round and
housework. My mother wouldn’'t give me a note excusing



me from Games so | left my PE kit at home. | just couldn’t
face running about in the cold wind.

That sadist Mr Jones made me run all the way home to
fetch my PE kit. The dog must have followed me out of the
house because when | got to the school gate it was there
before me. | tried to shut the dog out but it squeezed
through the railings and followed me into the playground. |
ran into the changing rooms and left the dog outside but |
could hear its loud bark echoing around the school. I tried to
sneak into the playing fields but the dog saw me and
followed behind, then it saw the football and joined in the
lesson!

It
is very clean and peaceful. | am wearing my dead
grandad’s pyjamas. | have just had a bowl ofbarley and
beef soup. It is my first proper nourishment for weeks.

| expect there will be a row when my mother comes
home and finds that | have gone. But frankly, my dear diary,
Idon’t give a damn.

Friday March 13th

Moon’s First Quarter

The emergency doctor came to my grandma’s last
night at 11.30 PM. He diagnosed that | am suffering from
acne vulgaris. He said it was so common that it is
regarded as a normal state of adolescence. He thought it
was highly unlikely that | have got lassa fever because |
have not been to Africa this year. He told grandma to take
the disinfected sheets off the doors and windows. Grandma



said she would like a second opinion. That was when the
doctor lost his temper. He shouted in a very loud voice,
‘The lad has only got a few teenage spots, for Christ's
sake!’

Grandma said she would complain to the Medical
Council but the doctor just laughed and went downstairs
and slammed the door. My father came round before he
went to work and brought my Social Studies homework and
the dog.

Mr Cherry said
that he knew that my parents were divorcing because my
father had cancelled my mother's Cosmaopolitan.

My father gave me five pounds and told me not to tell
my mother. | spent some of it on buying some purple paper
and envelopes so that the BBC will be impressed and read
my poems. The rest of it will have to go on Barry Kent and
his menaces money. | don’t think anybody in the world can
be as unhappy as me.

'Sunday March 15th

Second in Lent

The house is very quiet. My father sits in the spare
room smoking and my mother sits in the bedroom smoking.
They are not eating much.

Mr Lucas has phoned my mother three times. All she
says to him is ‘not yet, it's too early’. Perhaps he has asked
her to go to the pub for a drink and take her mind off her
troubles.



My father has put the stereo in his bedroom. He is
playing his Jim Reeves records and staring out of
thewindow. | took him a cup of tea and he said ‘Thanks,
son’ in a choked-up voice.

My mother was looking at old letters in my father’s
handwriting when | took her tea in; she said, ‘Adrian, what
must you think of us?’ | said that Rick Lemon, the youth
leader, thinks divorce is society’s fault. My mother said,
‘Bugger society'.

| washed and ironed my school uniform ready for
school tomorrow. | am getting quite good at housework.

My spots are so horrific that | can’t bear to write about
them. [ will be the laughing stock at school.

| am reading The Manin the Iron Mask. | know exactly
how he feels.

Monday March 16t

Went to school. Found it closed. In my anguish | had
forgotten that | am on holiday. Didn’'t want to go home, so
went to see Bert Baxter instead. He said the social worker
had been to see him and had promised to get Sabre a new
kennel but he can't have a home help. (Bert, not Sabre.)

There must have been a full week’s washing up in the
sink again. Bert says he saves it for me because | make a
good job of it. While | washed up | told Bert about my
parents getting a divorce. He said he didn’'t hold with
divorce. He said he was married for thirty-five miserable



years so why should anybody else get away with it? He told
me that he has got four childrenand that none of them come
to see him. Two of them are in Australia so they can't be
blamed, but | think the other two should be ashamed of
themselves.

My mother and father are both speaking to solicitors. |
expect they are fighting over who gets custody of me. | will
be a tug-of-love child, and my picture will be in the
newspapers. | hope my spots clear up before then.

Thursday March 19t

Mr Lucas has put his house up for sale. My mother
says the asking price is thirty thousand pounds!!

What will he do with all that money?

My mother says he will buy another bigger house. How
stupid can you get?

If I had thirty thousand pounds | would wander the world



having experiences.

I wouldn’t take any real money with me because | have
read that most foreigners are thieves. Instead | would have
three thousand pounds’ worth of traveller’s cheques sewn
into my trousers. Before | set off, | would:

Send Pandora three dozen red roses.

Pay a mercenary fifty pounds to duff Barry Kent up.

Buy the best racing bike in the world and ride it past
Nigel's house.

Order a massive crate of expensive dog food so that
the dog is properly fed while 'm away.

Buy a housekeeper for Bert Baxter.

Offer my mother and father a thousand pounds (each)
to stay together.

When | came back from the world | would be tall, brown
and full of ironical experiences and Pandora would cry into
her pillow at night because of the chance she missed to be
Mrs Pandora Mole. | would qualify to be a vet in record time
then I would buy a farmhouse. | would convert one room into
a study so that | could have somewhere quiet to be
intellectual in.

| wouldn’t waste thirty thousand pounds on buying a
semi-detached house!

Friday March 20th

all the elms down in EIm Tree Avenue.

Saturday March 215t

My parents are eating different things at different
times, so | usually have six meals a day because | don't
want to hurt anyone’s feelings.

The television is in my room now because they couldn’t
decide who it belongs to. | can lie in bed and watch the late-
night horror.

| am starting to get a bit suspicious about my mother’s
feelings towards Mr Lucas. | found a note she had from him;
it says: ‘Pauline how much longer? For God’s sake come
away with me. Yours forever, Bimbo.’

Although it was signed ‘Bimbo’ | know it was from Mr
Lucas because it was written on the back of his red
electricity bill.

My father should be informed. | have put the note under
my mattress next to the Big and Bouncy magazines.

|Sunday March 22 |

Third in Lent. British Summer Time begins

It is my grandma’s birthday today; she is seventy-six
and looks it. | took her a card and a pot plant; it is called
Leopard Lily, its foreign name is Dieffenbachia.

Thursday March 26t

Barry Kent has been done by the police for riding a
bike without a rear light. | hope he gets sent to a Detention
Centre. A short sharp shock will do him good.

Friday March 27t

Pandora and Nigel have split up! It is all round the
school. This is the best news | have had for ages.
I am reading Modame Bovary, by another frog writer.

Saturday March 28t

Last Quarter
Nigel has just left, he is heartbroken. | tried to comfort



him. | said that there are plenty more pebbles on the beach
and fish in the sea. But he was much too upset to listen.

| told him about my suspicions about my mother and
Mr Lucas and he said that it had been going on for a long
while. Everybody knew except me and my father!!

We had a long talk about racing bikes, then Nigel went
home to think about Pandora.

(No
comment.) One pound inside a card from my grandad
Sugden. (Last of the big spenders.) Best of all was ten
pounds from my mother and five pounds from Mr Lucas.
(Conscience money.)

Nigel sent a joke card; it said on the front, ‘Who’s sexy,
charming, intelligent and handsome?’ Inside it said, ‘Well it
certainly ain’t you buddy!!!’ Nigel wrote ‘No offence mate’.
He put ten pence inside the envelope.

Bert Baxter sent a card to the school because he
doesn’t know where | live. His handwriting is dead good, |
think it is called ‘brass plate’.

Without knowing it | have been living in poverty for the past
fourteen years. | have had to put up withinferior
accommodation, lousy food and paltry pocket money. If my
father can’t provide a decent standard of living for me on
his present salary, then he will just have to start looking for
another job. He is always complaining about having to flog
electric storage heaters anyway. Nigel's father has worked
like a slave to create a modern environment for his family.
Perhaps if my father had built a formica cocktail bar in the
corner of our lounge my mother would still be living with us.
But oh no. My father actually boasts about our hundred-
year-old furniture.

Yes! Instead of beina ashamed of our antiques. he is



proud of the clapped-out old rubbish.

My father should take lessons from Great Literature.
Madame Bovary ran away from that idiot Doctor Bovary
because he couldn’t supply her needs.

Monday April 13th

Had a note from Mr Cherry asking me when | can
resume my paper round. | sent a note back to say that due
to my mother’s desertion | am still in a mental state. This is
true. | wore odd socks yesterday without knowing it. One
was red and one was green. | must pull myself together. |
could end up in a lunatic asylum.

Tuesday April 14t

Had a postcard from my mother. She has found a flat
and she wants me to visit her and Lucas as soon as
possible.

The dog has mauled the hot-cross buns; it doesn’t
respect any traditions.

Saturday April 18th

Got parcel from Auntie Susan. It is an embroidered
toothbrush holder and it was made by one of the prisoners!
She is called Grace Pool. Auntie Susan said that | should
write and thank her! It is bad enough that my father’s sister
works in Holloway Prison. But now | am expected to start
writing to the prisoners! Grace Pool could be a murderess
or anything!

Still waiting for the eleven pounds eighty pence. It
doesn’t seem as if my mother is desperate to see me.

Sunday April 19th

Easter Sunday



Today is the day that Jesus escaped from the cave. |
expect that Houdini got the idea from him.

My father forgot to go to the bank on Friday so we are
penniless. | had to take the pop bottles back to the shop to
buy myself an Easter egg. Watched film, then had a
fantastic tea at grandma’s. She made a cake covered in
litle fluffy chicks. Some of the fluff got into my father’s
mouth, he had to have his back thumped hard. He always
manages to spoil things. He has got no Social Decorum at
all. Went to see Bert Baxter after tea. He was pleased to
see me and | felt a bit rotten because | have neglected him
lately. He gave me a pile of comics. They are called the
Eagle and they have gotgreat pictures. | read them until 3
AM this morning. Us intellectuals keep anti-social hours. It
does us good.

|Monda y April 20t

Bank Holiday in UK (except Scotland)

My father is in a rage because the bank is still shut. He
has run out of cigarettes. It will do him good. No sign of the
eleven pounds eighty pence. Wrote to Grace Pool. She is
in ‘D’ Wing. | put:

Dear Miss Pool,

Thank you for making the toothbrush holder.
Iltis charming.

Yours, with kind regards, Adrian



Tuesday April 215t

My father was first in the queue at the bank this
morning. When he got inside the cashier said he couldn’t
have any money because he hadn’t got any left. My father
demanded to see the manager. | was dead ashamed so |
sat behind a plastic plant and waited until the shouting had
stopped. Mr Niggard, the head bloke, came out and
calmed my father down. He said he would arrange a
temporary overdraft. My father looked dead pathetic, he
kept saying, ‘It was that bloody vet's bill. Mr Niggard
looked as if heunderstood. Perhaps he has got a mad dog
as well. We can’t be the only ones, can we?

The eleven pounds, etc., came by second post so lam
going to Sheffield tomorrow morning. 've never been on a
train on my own before. | am certainly stretching my wings
lately.

We had a Chinese Businessman’s Lunch and then
went to see a Monty Python film all about the life of Jesus. It
was dead daring, | felt guilty laughing.

Lucas was at the flat when we got back. He had got
the dinner ready but | said | wasn’t hungry and | went to my
room. it would choke me to eat anything that creep had
touched! Later on | phoned my father froma call-box; | just
had time to shout, ‘Don’t forget to feed the dog’, before the
pips went.

Retired to bed early because of all the slopping Lucas
was doing. He calls my mother ‘Paulie’ when he knows very
well that her name is Pauline.

Friday April 24

Helped my mother to paint her kitchen. She is doing it
brown and cream, it looks awful, just like the toilets at
school. Lucas bought me a penknife. He is trying to bribe
me into liking him again. Hard luck, Lucas! Us Moles never
forget. We are just like the Mafia, once you cross us we
bear a grudge all our lives. He has stolen a wife and mother



so he will have to pay the price! It is a shame because the
penknife is full of gadgets that would be useful to me in my
everyday life.

Saturday April 25t

Lucas doesn’t work on Saturdays so | had to put up
with his lechery all day. He is constantly touching my
mother’s hand or kissing her or putting his arm round her
shoulders, | don't know how she stands it, it would drive me
mad.

Lucas drove us out into the countryside this afternoon,
it was hilly and high up. I got cold so | sat in the car and
watched my mother and Lucas making anexhibition of
themselves. Thank God, no members of the public were
around. It is not a pretty sight to see old people running up
hills laughing.

Came back, had a bath, thought about the dog, went to
sleep.

Home tomorrow.

3 AM Just had a dream about stabbing Lucas with the
toothpick on my penknife. Best dream I've had for ages.

'Sunday April 26t

2.10 PM. So my little sojourn in Sheffield is drawing to
a dose. | am catching the 7.10 PM train which only leaves



five hours to do my packing. My father was right. | didn't
need two suitcases of clothes. Still it is better to be safe
than sorry, | always say. | shan’t be sorry to leave this sordid
flat with the coughing neighbours, though naturally | have
some regrets about my mother’s stubbornness in refusing
to come home with me.

| told her that the dog was pining to death for her but
she rang my father up and like a fool he told her that the
dog had just eaten a whole tin of Pedigree Chum and a
bowl of Winalot.

| told her about my father and Doreen Slater, hoping to
send her mad with jealousy, but she just laughed and said,
‘Ohis Doreen still making the rounds?’ I have done my best
to get her back, but must admit defeat.

11 PM. Journey back a nightmare, non-smoking
compartments all full, forced to share carriage with pipes,
cigars and cigarettes.

Just got to the counter when the grille
came down and the man put up a sign saying: ‘Closed due
to signal failure’! Got back to seat, found a soldier in my
place.

| am pleased to report that Barry Kent and his gang
have been banned from the Off The Streets youth club.

Second after Easter

There is nothing left in the freezer, nothing in the pantry
and only slimming bread in the bread bin. | don’t know what
my father does with all the money. | was forced to go round
to grandma’s before | died from malnutrition. At four o’clock
| had one of thoserare moments of happiness that | will
remember all my life. | was sitting in front of grandma’s
electric coal fire eating dripping toast and reading the
News of the World. There was a good play on Radio Four
about torturing in concentration camps. Grandma was
asleep and the dog was being quiet. All at once | felt this



dead good feeling. Perhaps | am turning religious, | think |
have got itin me to be a Saint of some kind.

Phoned Auntie Susan but she is on duty in Holloway.
Left a message with her friend Gloria, asking Auntie Susan
to ring me urgently.

Monday May 4th

Bank Holiday in UK. NewMoon

Auntie Susan rang to say that Grace Pool has had her
parole cancelled because she set fire to the embroidery
workshop and destroyed a gross of toothbrush holders.
Their loss is my gain!

Tuesday May 5%

Saw our postman on the way to school, he said that my
mother is coming to visit me on Saturday. 've a good mind
to report him to the Postmaster General for reading a
person’s private postcard!

My father had also read my postcard by the time | got
home from school. He looked pleased and startedcleaning
rubbish out of the lounge, then he rang Doreen Slater and
said he would have to ‘take a rain check on Saturday's
flick’.

Saturday May 9t

| was woken up at 8.30 by a loud banging on the front
door. It was an Electricity Board official. | was amazed to



hear that he had come to turn off pur electricity! My father
owes PS95.797. I told the official that we needed electricity
for life’s essentials like the television and stereo, but he
said that people like us are sapping the country’s strength.
He went to the meter cupboard, did something with tools,
and the second hand on the kitchen clock stopped. It was
dead symbolic. My father came in from fetching the Daily
Express. He was whistling and lopking dead cheerful. He
even asked the official if he would like a cup of tea! The
official said, ‘No thank you’, and hurried up the path and got
into his little blue van. My father switched the electric kettle
on. lwas forced to tell him.

Naturally | got the blame! My father said | should have
refused entry. | told him that he should have put all the bill
money away each week like grandma does.

Our
gas central heating won’t work without electricity. | thanked
him but refused his kind offer. | have read that they are
easily knocked over and our dog would no doubt cause a
towering inferno.

If it gets out that our electricity has been cut off, | will cut
my throat. The shame would be too much to bear.



Tuesday May 12th

Had a long talk with Mr Vann the Careers teacher
today. He said that if | want to be a vet | will have to do
Physics, Chemistry and Biology for O level. He said that
Art, Woodwork and Domestic Science won’'t do much
good.

| am at the Crossroads in my life. The wrong decision
now could result in a tragic loss to the veterinary world. | am
hopeless at science. | asked Mr Vann which O levels you
need to write situation comedy for television. Mr Vann said
that you don’t need qualifications at all, you just need to be
a moron.

Wednesday May 13t

Had an in-depth talk about O levels with my father, he
advised me to only do the subjects that | am good at. He
said that vets spend half their working life with their hands
up cows’ bums, and the other half injecting spoiled fat
dogs. So | am rethinking my future career prospects.

| wouldn’t mind being a sponge-diver, but | don’t think
there is much call for them in England.

Thursday May 14th

Hard Times by my key-ring torch. We were quite
contented. My father had just said that it was a ‘good
training for when civilization collapses’ when grandma burst
in and started having hysterics. She has forced us to go to
her house so | am there now sleeping in my dead
grandad’s bed. My father is sleeping downstairs on two
armchairs pushed together. Grandma has written a Giro
cheque for the electricity money, she is furious because
she wanted the money for restocking her freezer. She buys
two dead cows a year.




Saturday May 16t

Helped grandma with the weekend shopping. She was
dead fierce in the grocer’s; she watched the scales like a
hawk watching a fieldmouse. Then she pounced and
accused the shop assistant of giving her underweight
bacon. The shop assistant was dead scared of her and put
another slice on.

Our arms were dead tired by the time we’d staggered
up the hill carrying big bags of shopping. | don’t know how
my grandma does it when she’s alone. | think the council
ought to put escalators on hills; they would save money in
the long run, old people wouldn’t go about collapsing all
over the place.

After dinner we listened to my grandma’s records of Al
Jolson, then grandma went upstairs for a sleep and my
father and me washed up. My father broke a forty-one-year-
old milk jug!

Told my father about being menaced today. | was
forced to because Barry Kent seriously damaged my



school blazer and tore the school badge off. My father is
going to speak to Barry Kent tomorrow and he is going to
get all the menaces money back off him, so it looks like |
could be rich!

Wednesday May 20t

Barry Kent denied all knowledge of menacing me and
laughed when my father asked him to repay the money. My
father went to see his father and had a serious argument
and threatened to call the police. | think my father is dead
brave. Barry Kent's father looks like a big ape and has got
more hair on the back of his hands than my father has got
on his entire head.

'Sunday May 24th

| have decided to paint my room black; it is a colour |
like. | can’t live a moment longer with Noddy wallpaper. At
my age it is positively indecent to wake up to Big Ears and



all the rest of the Toyland idiots running around the walls.
My father says | can use any colour | like so long as | buy the
paint and do it myself.

Monday May 25t

| have decided to be a poet. My father said that there
isn’t a suitable career structure for poets and no pensions
and other boring things, but | am quite decided. He tried to
interest me in becoming a computer operator, but | said, ‘I
need to put my soul into my work and it is well known that
computers haven't got a soul. My father said,” The
Americans are working on it'. But | can’t wait that long.

Bought two tins of black vinyl silk-finish paint and a
half-inch brush. Started painting as soon as | got home from
the DIY centre. Noddy keeps showing through the black
paint. Looks like it'll need two coats. Just my luck!

Tuesday May 26t

Moon’s Last Quarter

Now put on two coats of black paint! Noddy still
showing through! Black paw-marks over landing and stairs.
Can'’t get paint off hands. Hairs falling out of brush. Fed up
with whole thing. Room looks dark and gloomy. Father
hasn't lifted a finger to help. Black paint everywhere.



Wednesday May 27" |

Third coat. Slight improvement, only Noddy's hat
showing through now.

Thursday May 28th |

Ascension Day
Went over Noddy's hat with kid’s paintbrush and last of
black paint, but bloody hat bells are still showing through!

Friday May 29t

Went over hat bells with black felt-tip pen, did sixty-
nine tonight, only a hundred and twenty-four to go.

Saturday May 30t

Finished last bell at 11.25 PM. Know just how
Rembrandt must have felt after painting the Sistine Chapel
in Venice.

2 AM. The paint is dry but it must have been faulty
because it is all streaky, and here and there you can see
Gollywog's striped trousers and Mr Plod’s nose. Thank
God the bloody bells don’t show through! My father has just



been in to tell me to go to sleep, he said my room reminded
him of a Salvador Dali painting. He said it was a surrealist
nightmare, but he is only jealous because he has got yukky
roses on his bedroom walls.

'Sunday May 315t

Sunday after Ascension

I bought a joss stick from Mr Singh’s shop. I lit it in my
room to try and get rid of the paint smell. My father came
into my room and threw the joss stick out of the window, he
said he ‘wouldn’t have me messing with drugs’! | tried to
explain but my father was too angry to listen. | stayed in my
room for a few hours but the black walls seemed to be
closing in on me so | went to see Bert Baxter. Couldn’t
make him hear, so | came home and watched religion on
the television. Had tea, did Geography homework, went to
bed. Dog won't stay in room any more; it whimpers to be let
out.

Monday June 15t

Bank Holiday in the Rep. of Ireland

My father had a letter that made his face go white: he
has been made redundant from his job! He will be on the
dole! How can we live on the pittance that the government
will give us? The dog will have to go! It costs thirty-five



pence a day for dog food, not counting Winalot. | am now a
single-parent child whose father is on the dole! Social
Security will be buying my shoes!

| didn’'t go to school today, | rang the school secretary
and told her that my father is mentally ill and needs looking
after. She sounded dead worried and asked if he was
violent. | said that he hadn’'t shown any signs of being
violent, but if he started | would call the doctor. | made my
father lots of hot, sweet drinks for shock, he kept going on
about electric storage heaters and saying that he would
spill the beans to the media.

He rang Doreen Slater up and she came round
straightaway, she had a horrible little kid called Maxwell
with her. It was quite a shock to see Doreen Slater for the
first time. Why my father wanted to have carnal knowledge
of her | can’'t imagine. She is as thin as a stick insect. She
has got no bust and no bum.

She is just straight all the way up and down, including
her nose and mouth and hair. She put her arms round my
father as soon as she came into the house. Maxwell started
to cry, the dog started to bark, so | went back to my black
room and counted howmany things were now showing
through the paint: a hundred and seventeen!

Doreen left at 1.30 PM to take Maxwell to playschool.

Maxwell was
supposed to sleep on the sofa, but he cried so much that
he ended up sleeping in the double bed between my father
and Doreen, so my father was unable to extend his carnal
knowledge of Doreen. He was as sick as a pig, but not as
sick as Maxwell was. Ha! Ha! Ha!

Wednesday June 3™

Went to school today, couldn't concentrate, kept
thinking about the stick insect. She has got lovely white
teeth (straight of course). She made some jam tarts for
when | came home from school. She is not stingy with the
jam like some women are.

My father is smoking and drinking heavily, but he has
been made temporarily impotent according to Doreen. This
is something | do not wish to know! Doreen talks to me as if
| were another adult instead of her lover’'s son aged
fourteen and two months and one day.

Thursday June 4t




Doreen answered the phone to my mother first thing
this morning. My mother asked to speak to me. She
demanded to know what Doreen was doing in the house. |
told her that my father was having a breakdown and that
Doreen Slater was looking after him. | told her about his
redundancy. | said he was drinking heavily, smoking too
much and generally letting himself go. Then | went to school.
| was feeling rebellious, so | wore red socks. It is strictly
forbidden but | don’t care any more.

Friday June 5t

Miss Sproxton spotted my red socks in assembly! The
old bag reported me to pop-eyed Scruton. He had me in
his office and gave me a lecture on the dangers of being a
nonconformist. Then he sent me home to change into
regulation black socks. My father was in bed when | got
home; he was having his impotence cured. | watched Play
School with Maxwell until he came downstairs. | told him
about the sock saga.

Sunday June 7th




Whit Sunday

Grandma found Maxwell's dummy in my father’s bed. |
lied and said that the dog must have brought it in off the
street. It was a nasty moment. | am not a good liar, my face
goes bright red and my grandma has got eyes like
Superman’s, they seem to bore right through you. To divert
her | told her about the red-sock row, but she said rules
were made to be kept.

Pandora and the committee were waiting for me in the
big lounge of her house. Pandora is Chairperson, Nigel is
Secretary and Pandora’s friend Claire Neilson is
Treasurer. Craig Thomas and his brother Brett are just
ordinary supporters. | am not allowed to hold high office
because | am the victim.

Pandora’s parents were in the wooden kitchen doing
The Sunday Times crossword. They seem to get on quite
well together.

They brought a tray of coffee and health biscuits into
the lounge for us. Pandora introduced me to her parents.
They said they admired the stand that | was taking. They
were both members of the Labour Party and they went on
about the Tolpuddle Martyrs. Theynoasked me if the fact
that | had chosen to protest inred socks had any
significance. | lied and said | had chosen red because it
was a symbol of revolution, then | blushed revolutionary red.
I am turning into quite a liar recently.

Pandora’s mother said | could call her Tania. Surely
that is a Russian name? Her father said | could call him
lvan. He is verv nice. he gave me a book to read: it is called



The Ragged Trousered Philanthropists. | haven’t looked
through it yet but 'm quite interested in stamp collecting so |
will read it tonight.

Washed red socks, put them on radiator to dry ready
for the morning.

Monday June 8th

Woke up, dressed, put red socks on before
underpants or vest. Father stood at the door and wished
me luck. Felt like a hero. Met Pandora and rest of
committee at corner of our road; all of us were wearing red
socks. Pandora’s were lurex. She has certainly got guts!
We sang ‘We shall not be moved’ all the way to school. | felt
a bit scared when we went through the gates but Pandora
rallied us with shouts of encouragement.

Pop-eyed Scruton must have been tipped off because
he was waiting in the fourth-year cloakroom. He was
standing very still with his arms folded, staring with
poached egg eyes. He didn't speak, he just nodded
upstairs.

I told Nigel to tell Claire to tell Pandora that | return her
love. | am over the moon with joy and rapture. | can overlook
the fact that Pandora smokes five Benson and Hedges a
day and has her own lighter. When you are in love such
things cease to matter.



Thursday June 11t

Spent all day with my love. Can't write much, my hands
are still trembling.

Friday June 12t |

Had a message from the school to say that Bert Baxter
wanted to see me urgently. Went round with Pandora (we
are inseparable). Bert is ill. He looked awful, Pandora
made his bed up with clean sheets (she didn't seem to
mind the smell) and | phoned the doctor. | described Bert’s
symptoms. Funny breathing, white face, sweating.

We ftried to clean the bedroom up a bit, Bert kept
saying stupid things that didn't make sense. Pandora said
that he was delirious. She held his hand until the doctor
came. Dr Patel was quite kind, he said that Bert needed
oxygen. He gave me a number to ring for an ambulance, it
seemed to take ages to come. | thought about how | had
neglected Bert lately and | felt a real rat fink. The
ambulancemen took Bert downstairs on a stretcher. They
got stuck on the corner of the stairs and knocked a lot of
empty beetroot jars over.

The Red Sock Committee has voted to give way to
Scruton for the time being. We wear red socks underneath
our black socks. This makes our shoes tight but we don't
mind because a principle is involved.

Bert has made a slight improvement. He is awake
more. I'll go round and see him tomorrow.

Tuesday June 16t

Bert has only got a few tubes left inside him now. He
was awake when | went into his room. He didn’t recognize
me at first because | was wearing a mask and gown. He
thought | was a doctor. He said, ‘Get these bkedin’ tubes
out of my private parts, lain't an underground system’. Then
he saw it was me and asked how Sabre was. We had a
long talk about Sabre’s behaviour problems, then the nurse
came in and told me | had to go. Bert asked me to tell his
daughters that he is on his death bed; he gave me half-a-
crown for the phone calls! Two of them live in Australia! He
said the numbers are written down in the back of his old
army pay-book.

My father says that half-a-crown is roughly worth twelve
and a half pence. | am keeping the half-a-crown.

After much heart-searching decided not to
grant Bert's wish. Then went to the hospital to find that Bert
had bought his stinking fags from the hospital trolley!

Monday June 22nd

Woke up with sore throat, couldn’t swallow, tried to
shout downstairs but could only manage a croak. Tried to
attract my father’s attention by banging on my bedroom
floor with school shoe but my father shouted, ‘Stop that
bloody banging’. Eventually | sent the dog downstairs with a
message tucked inside its collar. | waited for ages, then |
heard the dog barking in the street.

Temperature is
still 112deg Fahrenheit.

My father can’'t cope with Sabre, so Pandora has
taken him home with her. (Sabre, not my father.)

Friday June 26t

Doctor said our thermometer is faulty. | feel slightly
better.



Got up for twenty minutes today. Watched Play
School; it was Carol Leader’s turn, she is my favourite
presenter.

Pandora brought me a ‘get well’ card. She made it
herself with felt-tip pens. She signed it. ‘Forever yours,
Pan.’

I wanted to kiss her but my lips are still cracked.

Saturday June 27th

Why hasn’'t my mother been to see me?

'Sunday June 28t

Second after Trinity

He is making no
attempt to find another job. He needs a bath, a haircut and
a shave. It is Parents’ Night at school next Tuesday. | have
taken his best suit to the cleaner’s.

| bought a book from W.H. Smith’s, it was only five
pence. It was written by an unsuccessful writer called Drake
Fairclough; it is called Cordon Bleu for the Elderly. Bert is
coming tomorrow. Pandora’s father has ordered their
phone to be taken out. He has found out about the reverse-
charge calls.

I got up early this morning and cleared the furniture out
of the hall so that Bert's wheelchair had room for
manoeuvre. | made my father a cup of coffee and took it up
to him in bed, then | started cooking geriatric coq au vin. |
left it on to boil whilst | went back upstairs to reawaken my



father. When | got downstairs | knew that 'd made a mess
of the coq au vin. All the vinegar had boiled away and left
burnt chicken. | was most disappointed because | was
thinking of making my debut as a cook today. | wanted to
impress Pandora with my multi talents, I think she is getting
a bit bored with my conversation about great literature and
the Norwegian leather industry.

Bert insisted on bringing a big trunk with him when
Pandora’s father picked him up at the home. So what with
that and his wheelchair and Bert sprawling all over the back
seat | was forced to crouch in the hatch of the hatchback
car. It took ages to get Bert out of the car and into his
wheelchair. Almost as long as it took me to get my father
out of bed.

Pandora’s father stayed for a quick drink, then a pre-
lunch one, then a chaser, then one for the road. Then he
had one to prove that he never got drunk during the day.
Pandora’s lips started to go thin (women must teach young
girls to do this). Then she confiscated her father’s car keys
and phoned her mother to come and collect the car. | had to
endure watching my father do his imitation of some bloke
called Frank Sinatra singing ‘One for my baby and one
more for the road’.

| have nearly got used to the old ladies in the home
now. | call in every afternoon on my way home from school.
They seem pleased to see me. One of them is knitting me
a balaclava for my survival weekend. She is called
Queenie.

Did thirty-six and a half press-ups tonight.



Thursday October 15t

Went to the youth club to try yukky, lousy old walking
boots for size. Rick Lemon has hired them from a
mountaineering shop. To make mine fit | have to wear three
pairs of socks. Six of us are going. Rick is leading us.

He is unqualified but experienced in surviving bad
conditions. He was born and brought up in Kirby New
Town. | went to Sainsbury’'s and bought my survival food.
We have got to carry our food and equipment in our
rucksacks, so weight is an important factor. | bought:

* 1 box cornflakes

* 2 pints milk

* box tea-bags

« tin rhubarb

* 51b spuds

* % b lard

* %2 |b butter

* 2 loaves bread

* 1lb cheese

* 2 packets biscuits

2 |b sugar

* toilet roll

 washing-up liquid

+ 2 tins tuna

« 1 tin stewed steak

+ 1 tin carrots

| could hardly carry my survival food home from



Salisbury’s, so how | will manage it on a march across the
hills 1 don’'t know! My father suggested leaving something
out. So I have not packed the toilet roll or cornflakes.

Friday October 16t

Have decided not to take my diary to Derbyshire. |
cannot guarantee that it will not be read by hostile eyes.
Besides it won't fit into my rucksack.

Must finish now, the mini-bus is outside papping its
hooter.

Saturday October 17t |

'Sunday October 18t |

Eighteenth after Trinity

8 PM. It is wonderful to be back in civilization!

| have lived like an ignoble savage for the past two
days! Sleeping on rough ground with only a sleeping-bag
between me and the elements! Trying to cook chips over a
tiny primus stove! Trudging through streams in my torturous
boots! Having to perform my natural functions out in the
open! Wiping my bum on leaves! Not being able to have a
bath or clean my teeth! No television or radio or anything!
Rick Lemon wouldn’'t even let us sit in the mini-bus when it



started to rain! He said we ought to make a shelter out of
nature’s bounty! Pandora found a plastic animal-food sack
so we took it in turns sitting under it.

How | survived | don’t know. My eggs broke, my bread
got saturated, my biscuits got crushed and nobody had a
tin-opener. | nearly starved. Thank God cheese doesn't
leak, break, soak up water or come in a tin. | was glad
when we were found and taken to the Mountain Rescue
headquarters. Rick Lemon was told off for not having a
map or compass. Rick said he knew the hills like the back
of his hand. The chief mountain rescuer said that Rick must
have been wearing gloves because we were seven miles
from our mini-bus and heading in the wrong direction!

I shall now sleep in a bed for the first time in two days.

Tuesday October 20t

Moon’s Last Quarter



Here | am lying in bed unable to walk because of
excruciating pain and my father carries out his parental
responsibilities by throwing a few bacon sandwiches at me
three times a day!

If my mother doesn't come home soon | will end up
deprived and maladjusted. | am already neglected.

Wednesday October 215t

Hobbled to school. All the teachers were wearing their
best clothes because it is Parents’ Evening tonight. My
father got cleaned up and put his best suit on. He looked
OK, thank God! Nobody could tell he was unemployed. My
teachers all told him that | was a credit to the school.

Barry Kent's father was looking as sick as a pig. Ha!
Ha! Ha!

Thursday October 22nd

Limped half-way to school. Dog followed me. Limped
back home. Shut dog in coal shed. Limped all the way to
school. Fifteen minutes late. Mr Scruton said it was not
setting a good example for the late prefect to be late. Itis all
right for him to talk! He can ride to schoolin a Ford Cortina
and then all he has to do is be in charge of a school. | have
got a lot of problems and no car.

Went shopping for new dressing gown, slippers,
pyjamas, and toiletries. My father was moaning as usual.
He said he didn’t see why | couldn’t just wear my old night-
clothes in hospital. | told him that | would look ridiculous in
my Peter Pan dressing gown and Winnie the Pooh
pyjamas. Apart from the yukky design they are too small
and covered in patches. He said that when he was a lad he
slept in a nightshirt made out of two coal sacks stitched
together. | phoned my grandma to check this suspicious
statement and myfather was forced to repeat it down the
phone. My grandma said that they were not coal sacks but
flour sacks, so | now know that my father is a pathological



liar!

My hospital rig came to fifty-four pounds nineteen; this
is before fruit, chocolates and Lucozade.

Said goodbye to Pandora: she wept very touchingly.
She brought me one of Blossom’s old horseshoes to take
into hospital. She said a friend of her father had a cyst
removed and didn’'t come out of the anaesthetic. 'm being
admitted to vy Swallow Ward at 2 PM Greenwich Mean
Time.

| made PS3.131/2 plus an Iish tenpence and
Guinness bottle-top. 'm going out again tomorrow. | will
wear my school uniform, it should be worth a few extra quid.

Thursday December 24th

Took Bert's Woodbines round to the home. Bert is hurt
because | haven’t been to see him. He said he didn't want
to spend Christmas with a lot of malicious old women. Him



and Queenie are causing a scandal. They are unofficially
engaged. They have got their names on the same ashtray. |
have invited Bert and Queenie for Christmas Day. My
mother doesn’t know yet but 'm sure she won't mind, we
have got a big turkey. | sang a few carols for the old ladies. |
made two pounds eleven pence out of them so | went to
Woolworth’s to buy Pandora’s Chanel Ndeg5. They hadn’t
got any so | bought her an underarm deodorant instead.

The house looks dead clean and sparkling, there is a
magic smell of cooking and satsumas in the air. | have
searched around for my presents but they are not in the
usual places. | want a racing bike, nothing else will please
me. It's time | was independently mobile. 17 PM. Just got
back from the Black Bull. Pandora came with me, we wore
our school uniforms and reminded all the drunks of their
own children.
